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• Stage 1/Year 3 – Sounds, words, simple sentences – starting to recognise 

the sounds and patterns of the French language.  Producing a simple 

sentence and answering a familiar question. 

 

 

• Stage 2/Year 4 – Short sentences and question patterns – speaking, 

reading and writing short sentences and questions.  Recognising the sound of 

some letter strings.  Exploring simple grammatical concepts.  

 

 

• Stage 3/Year 5 – More complex sentences and questions – developing an 

awareness of question forms.  Speaking, reading and writing more complex 

word order.  Improving sound and letter links. 

 

 

• Stage 4/Year 6 – Initiating and manipulating language – consolidating 

understanding of basic grammar and applying it creatively to speaking reading 

and writing.
