(Y5); Battle of Marathon (Y6)

Ancient Greek.

Jabberwocky (Y5)
Debates about democracy and migrant 
crisis- democratic culture of Ancient 

Greece.

How can we 

reinforce Ancient Greek structures e.g. the 
decaying Acropolis? Hook: Hercules 

knocking down the temples.
